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On Tuesday, May 7, the stock market symbol
for Hewlett-Packard changed from HWP to
HWQ to reflect what had happened. After

months of campaigns by proponents and opponents,
Hewlett-Packard officially merged with Compaq
Computers for an estimated $25 billion. The combined
company would have the second largest revenue,
behind computing giant IBM. The new company will
continue to use the HP name and the HP logo. Sports
facilities in San Jose and Houston will be renamed from
Compaq to HP.

According to official company product road
maps, the Jornada brand of handhelds will be phased
out. Some of its features might be incorporated into
future versions of the HP IPaq. Both HP and Compaq
will continue to sell the Pavilion and Presario lines of
home computers. Obviously, HP will still develop,
manufacture, and sell the popular printer lines.

The merger did not come easily. In the months
prior to the proxy voting by shareholders to approve the
merger, dissident director Walter Hewlett (son of co-
founder Bill Hewlett) put up a fight against the merger. He
placed full-page ads in major newspapers, set up a
website <http://www.votenohpcompaq.com/>, and
ultimately went to the courts to block the merger after it
was approved by a narrow margin. In the end Chancery
Court Judge William Chandler refused to block the
merger, clearing the way for final approval by the two
companies.
